(2) Have completed or will complete 18 years of formal education in a foreign country by March 31, 2022.

(3) Have completed or will complete 18 years of formal education of a foreign country in Japan by taking
courses offered by a school of said foreign country by distance education by March 31, 2022.

(4) Have completed or will complete a course of study in Japan at an educational institution positioned
under the schooling system of a foreign country as offering university programs (limited to those where
persons who have completed the program are treated as having completed 18 years of schooling of said
foreign country) and designated separately by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology by March 31, 2022.

(5) Have been conferred or will confer a degree equivalent to a bachelor's degree through attending an
