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Guidelines for Admission to Master’s Program April 2027 Enrollment
Medical Science Course/ Public Health Course
Nagoya University Graduate School of Medicine

1. Eligibility Requirements

The applicant must satisfy one of the requirements below to be eligible to apply.

(1) Applicants who have graduated or are scheduled to graduate from a university located in Japan by March 31,
2027.

(2) Applicants who have been conferred a bachelor's degree by the National Institution for Academic Degrees and
Quality Enhancement of Higher Education, as stipulated in the National School Establishment Act, or who are
expected to complete a specialized course at a junior college or college of technology by March 31, 2027, and
are also scheduled to be conferred a bachelor's degree by the aforementioned institution by that date.
Applicants who have completed or are scheduled to complete 16 years of schooling in a foreign country by
March 31,2027.

(3) Applicants who have completed or are scheduled to complete 16 years of formal education of a foreign country
in Japan by taking courses offered by an educational institution in the said foreign country through distance
education by March 31, 2027.

(4) Applicants who have completed or are scheduled to complete education in Japan at an educational institution
positioned under the schooling system of a foreign country, that offers university degree programs (limited to
the countries where persons who have completed the program are treated as having completed 16 years of
education of the said foreign country) and whose degree qualifications are recognized separately by the Minister
of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (hereinafter referred to as “MEXT”’) by March 31, 2027.

(5) Applicants who have been conferred or are scheduled to be conferred a bachelor's degree or its equivalent
through completing a program that requires 3 or more years of education (including completion of a program
implemented by a university or its equivalent educational institution of a foreign country through distance
learning while living in Japan, or that implemented by an educational institution established under the schooling
system of a foreign country receiving formal recognition from the MEXT as mentioned above) at an overseas
university or its equivalent educational institution (limited to those whose education and research activities are
evaluated by accreditation bodies certified or authorized by the relevant country's government or related agency,
or have been separately designated by the MEXT as being equivalent to such) by March 31, 2027.

(6) Applicants who have completed, on or after a date specified by the MEXT, a professional course (senmon-katei)
at a specialized training college (senshu-gakko) (limited to those that have a standard period of study of four
years or more and that meet other standards prescribed by the MEXT), or a postsecondary specialized course
(senko-ka) (limited to those that organize an educational curriculum giving due consideration to continuity with
the education provided in a specified professional course of the specialized training college in which the
postsecondary course is established (meaning a specified professional course as defined in Article 125-2,
paragraph (1) of the School Education Act), and that meet other standards prescribed by the MEXT), which are
separately designated by the MEXT, or applicants who are expected to complete such a course by March 31,
2027. Applicants whose academic qualifications have been officially recognized by the MEXT (as prescribed
by the Ministry of Education Public Notice No. 5 of 1953).

(7) Applicants completing at least 15 years of formal education by March 31, 2027 and the Graduate School of
Medicine at Nagoya University recognize as having obtained required credits from a university or educational
institution with an excellent academic record include:

1) Those who are enrolled for at least three years at a university located in Japan

2) Those who have already completed 15 years of education in a foreign country or

3) Those who have already completed education in Japan at a university or an educational institution positioned
under the schooling system of a foreign country, that offers university degree programs (limited to the countries
where persons who have completed those degree programs are treated as having completed 15 years of formal
education in the said foreign country) and whose degree qualifications are recognized separately by the MEXT.

(8) Applicants who are scheduled to be at least 22 years of age by March 31, 2027 and who are recognized by the
Graduate School of Medicine through individual eligibility review for admissions as having scholastic ability
equivalent to or higher than persons who have graduated from a university.

Applicants applying under eligibility criteria (9) or (10) will be subject to an individual eligibility screening
conducted by the Graduate School of Medicine prior to application. The required documents listed on pages 14
and 15 must be submitted by the designated date.

Master's Program (Department of Medical Science)

Overview
The Master's Program (Department of Medical Science) aims to provide students, who have studied a variety
of specialized fields at university, with a systematic and intensive education in the fundamentals of medicine
and its applications, and to cultivate talented individuals who will be able to contribute to the promotion of
cutting-edge research in fields such as basic medicine, biology, clinical medicine, pharmaceutical science,

Rapid changes in social and economic conditions, cross-border movement, aging populations, international
infectious diseases, global environmental issues, and food safety issues are having a significant impact on human
health. To address these health issues, public health experts with interdisciplinary knowledge and the ability to
solve new problems are essential. In the Public Health course, students from diverse backgrounds, regardless of
their field of expertise, active members of the workforce, and international students learn together, fostering a
common knowledge base for interprofessional collaboration, and aiming to cultivate public health experts who can
plan and implement policies based on scientific evidence, as well as experts who can conduct comprehensive risk
management and risk assessment. Upon completion of the program, students are awarded the degree of Master of

Public Health.
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Academic Organizational Structure of the Doctoral Course and Master's Course

The Graduate School of Medicine at Nagoya University was established in 1955. The school initially consisted of 5
departments with 28 courses: Physiology (7 courses), Pathology (3 courses), Social Medicine (4 courses), Internal
Medicine (7 courses), and Surgery (7 courses), and has continued to nurture medical researchers to this day. However,
with the aim of training personnel who will be responsible for advanced medicine and high-level medical care in the
21% century, the school underwent a reorganization. From 1998, a three-year plan was implemented to restructure the
graduate school, moving away from the traditional closed, small-lecture system led by the undergraduate school,
toward a more comprehensive and open research system led by the graduate school. This new system was based on
a large-lecture format that included multiple core specialized fields and broad collaborative fields suitable for modern
medicine's advanced and diversified nature, along with new, flexible majors. In 2000, a new doctoral course (renamed
to Medical Doctoral Course in 2004) consisting of 4 departments was established. In 2001, the Department of Medical
Science for Master's course was also founded. In 2013, accompanying the creation of some pharmacological science
divisions, the 4 departments were consolidated into a single one to promote interdisciplinary education and research,
establishing three areas: Basic Medicine, Clinical Medicine, and Clinical Pharmacology.
