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The objective of this class is to create animal models of various diseases
including neuropsychiatric diseases and to learn various experimental
methods necessary for analyzing the pathophysiology and molecular
pathology.
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The goals of this course are that the students acquire the following
knowledge and abilities.

1. Understand how to make animal models of various neuropsychiatric
disorders and explain their validity.

2. Understand and explain the neuroscientific methods for analyzing the
pathophysiology of animal models.
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The course consists of a series of experimental training, in which students

learn how to make mouse models of various neuropsychiatric disorders,

behavioral pharmacological experimental methods, and neurochemical

experimental methods.
