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The course is held at 11:00 to 13:00 every Monday throughout the year.
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The aim of this seminar is to provide a biochemical and molecular biological
understanding of the molecular mechanisms of cell fate determination,
including cell proliferation and differentiation. Specifically, we will learn the
mechanisms of action and regulation of glycoproteins and extracellular
matrix molecules involved in cancer development and progression,
neurodegeneration, and aging. In addition, we will learn about therapeutic
strategies based on molecular mechanisms.
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Seminar on the study of the regulation mechanism of cellular functions by
extracellular matrix molecules. Students will also learn about relevant
experimental techniques. Students will also explore and understand the
latest information on proteins and genes involved in regulation. In addition,
we will deepen our understanding of diseases and pathologies based on the
abnormal function of extracellular matrix molecules.
