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The main purpose is that the students obtain the ability to discuss on topics related to
bioethics, based on its basic knowledge.
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Students need to learn the following items:

1) Students can explain the outline of basic ideas and related concepts of bioethics.

2) Students can construct their own opinions and discuss topics on euthanasia and "death with
dignity" based on their basic knowledge.

3) Students can construct their own opinions and discuss topics on medical accident and
medical malpractice based on their basic knowledge.

4) Students can construct their own opinions and discuss topics on research integrity and
related items based on their basic knowledge.
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In the lectures, basic concepts and related topics on the following items in bioethics will be
provided. Baesd on the knowledge, students will discuss on each topics.

1) History of bioethics

2) Euthanasia, "death with dignity" and related topics

3) Medical accidents, medical malpractice and related topics

4) Research integrity and related topics
