In other words, healthiness is
based on various enviromental factors. In this course, in order to enhace your understanding,
we will review relevant journal articles and discuss about the relation of enviromental factors
with health.
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To enhance your understanding of the relation of various living eviromental factors
(socioeconomic status, neighborhood enviroment, air polution, physical activity promoting
enviroment, climate change, heat wave, emerging and re-emerging infectious diseases) with
health and the concepts of health promotion and International Classification of Functioning,
Disability and Health.
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In each lecture and discussion, we will learn selected enviromental factors in relation to health
such as socioeconomic status and health, neighborhood enviroment and health, air polution and
health, physical activity promoting enviroment and health, climate change and health, heat
wave and health, environmental change and emerging and re-emerging infectious diseases,
health promotion, and International Classification of Functioning, Disability and Health.
