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Objectives of the Course
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Students will learn various molecular biology-based knowledge including cell culture, immunoblot and PCR,
immunohistochemistry and management of genetically-modified mice. Students will also learn the
knowledge of epidemiology and environmental monitoring using advanced equipment such as HPLC, ICP-
MS and GC-MS. Students will be finally required to interpret the results to design their future experiments
as a researcher of social medicine.
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Goals of the Course
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Our department of Occupational and Environmental Health is focusing on the prevention of environmental
factor-mediated diseases. To clarify the mechanism for the diseases, various methods including molecular
biology, epidemiology and analytical chemistry should be learned. First, students will learn basic knowledge
of molecular biology from the cutting edge papers written by English.
