Participants are encouraged to actively share their
own clinical and educational experiences and to deepen their understanding by linking these experiences with relevant
theoretical frameworks. Individualized instruction is provided as needed.
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The aim of this course which serves as an introductory foundation for the systematic study of medical education to
provide an overview of the historical background of medical education, key theoretical frameworks, and major
international and domestic trends, and to establish a basis for understanding medical education as an academic
discipline. In particular, the course aims to support learners with clinical experience in reframing their own educational
practice through theory and in acquiring a shared language with which to articulate, explain, and design medical
education.
