Type of Class

through lectures, guided reading of the literature, discussions, and reflective activities. Participants
are encouraged to actively share their own clinical and educational experiences and to deepen their
understanding by linking these experiences with relevant theoretical frameworks. Individualized
instruction is provided as needed.
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This course aims to foster inquiry-based learning on a wide range of topics in medical education,
grounded in learners’ own interests and questions. By critically examining theories and research
findings, students are expected to develop the ability to reflect on and connect these insights to their
own educational practices and research interests.
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By the end of this course, learners will be able to achieve the following:

1. Independently read and critically engage with literature and discussions in medical education, and
clearly explain key points.

2. Articulate questions related to medical education based on their own interests and experiences.

3. Deepen their reflections by engaging in dialogue with others and incorporating diverse perspectives.
4. Conceptualize the direction of a potential research theme in preparation for subsequent research-
oriented courses.
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Course Content
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In this course, the content is not predetermined; instead, seminar themes are flexibly developed in
response to learners’ interests and problem awareness. Through literature review, discussion, and
reflection, students broaden and deepen their ways of thinking in medical education.
Examples of topics that may be addressed include the following areas:
- Recent debates and challenges in medical education
- Relationships between educational practice, theory, and research
- Diverse approaches to medical education research
- The nature of medical education as professional education
- Positionality and reflection as learners and educators
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Course Evaluation Method and Criteria
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To be comprehensively assessed based on presentations and discussions by the student.
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
