The aim of this course is to enable learners to understand the theoretical foundations of learning and
teaching in medical education and to explain and design educational practices that promote learners’
learning in clinical education settings. In particular, the course seeks to encourage participants to
reconceptualize their routine instructional activities as clinicians through the lens of learning theories,
and to further develop these activities into more intentional and effective educational practices.
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Upon completion of this course, learners will be able to:

1. Explain the fundamental concepts of adult learning theory and major learning theories.

2. Organize teaching and learning strategies in medical education from a theoretical perspective and
explain them within the context of clinical education.

3. Reflect on their own educational practices through the lens of learning theories and articulate areas for
Improvement.

4. Propose concrete strategies for implementing learner-centered education.
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In this course, learning theories and educational strategies in medical education are systematically
organized and examined in relation to real-world clinical education settings. Through a combination of
lectures and discussions, the course emphasizes the dynamic interplay between theory and practice.
The main components and representative themes include:
- Foundations of learning theories (e.g., behaviorism, cognitivism, social constructivism)
- Adult learning theory and professional education
- Experiential learning and reflection
- Teaching and feedback in clinical education
- Learner-centered education and learning environment design
- Diversity of educational strategies in medical education
- Integrative understanding of clinical education and learning theories
