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The aim of this course is to engage students in advanced discussions in medical education that enable them to
reframe their own research and educational practices at a higher level of abstraction and to integrate these
perspectives into a coherent understanding. As a culminating component of the master’s program, the course
seeks to deepen students’ perspectives on medical education by examining it at the intersections of theory,
research, and practice.
