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lectures, guided reading of the literature, discussions, and reflective activities. Participants are encouraged to
actively share their own clinical and educational experiences and to deepen their understanding by linking these
experiences with relevant theoretical frameworks. Individualized instruction is provided as needed.
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The aim of this course is to further deepen students’ understanding of medical education and to encourage them to
reframe research and educational practice from multiple perspectives. The course seeks to support students in
critically situating their own interests and research topics within broader theoretical, educational, and
sociocultural contexts.
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Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Demonstrate an understanding of diverse debates and perspectives in medical education, and organize
and articulate their own viewpoints coherently.

2. Relativize and critically situate their own research interests and educational practices through dialogue
with others.

3. Reflectively examine the assumptions and values embedded in research and educational practice.

4. Clarify the direction of their research in preparation for subsequent research-oriented courses.
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In this course, seminar themes are flexibly determined in response to students’ interests and the progress of their
research. Learning takes place in a seminar-based format that emphasizes discussion and reflection, with the aim
of deepening thinking in medical education and broadening students’ perspectives.

Examples of thematic areas addressed in the course include:

. Theoretical and practical challenges in medical education

. Interpretation and positioning of medical education research

. The iterative interplay between educational practice and research

. Diverse approaches to medical education as professional education

. Positionality and reflective practice as researchers and educators
