1. Comprehensively understand the needs and social backgrounds of people requiring medical care as well
as those of their families and develop the ability to form and coordinate effective support systems for the
realisation of a lifelong healthy existence.

2. Understanding the significance of medical care and health with a view to the lives of people in need of
such care and those of their families, centred on older adults, and the perspective and ability of specific
assistance to create a healthy existence according to the life stage.

3. Understanding the health status and health challenges of people in need of medical care and their
families
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At the end of this class, students will be able to:

+Understand the health of people in need of medical care as well as that of their families from the
perspective of life cycle and health issues.

+Understand the importance of professional roles and collaboration for the healthy lives of people in need of
medical care and those of their families.
