through lectures, guided reading of the literature, discussions, and reflective activities. Participants are
encouraged to actively share their own clinical and educational experiences and to deepen their
understanding by linking these experiences with relevant theoretical frameworks. Individualized
instruction is provided as needed.
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Building upon the fundamental theories and methodologies of medical education, this course aims to
explore advanced and cross-cutting themes to cultivate a multi-faceted perspective on medical education.
The course intends to enable students to examine their own interests and research themes by positioning
them within a broader academic and social context.
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Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Understand advanced and cross-cutting issues in medical education and explain their key points.

2. Examine medical education by integrating multiple perspectives, including theory, research, practice,
and systems.

3. Analyze their own research interests and educational practices by positioning them within a broader
context.

4. Expand their conceptual frameworks in preparation for subsequent advanced courses and research
activities.
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Rather than following a fixed curriculum, this course flexibly addresses advanced and cross-cutting themes
in medical education. Through literature reviews and discussions, students will develop a multi-faceted
understanding of medical education and engage in critical and reflective inquiry.
Examples of topics to be covered include:
-‘Theoretical and Methodological Challenges and emerging research methods/theories in medical education
-Medical Education and Society/Systems
-Bridging the Gap between educational practice and research findings
-International Trends and local contexts
-Values, Ethics, and Power in medical education
-Positionality as a learner, educator, and researcher
