The aim of this course is to enable students to critically examine the values and underlying assumptions that inform educational
practices in medical education from a philosophical perspective, and to develop the ability to theoretically articulate and justify
educational judgments and decision-making.

In particular, the course encourages students to question the taken-for-granted assumptions that are often implicitly adopted in
clinical education, and to cultivate a reflective and critical perspective for examining medical education practice.
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Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Explain foundational ideas and key concepts in the philosophy of education.

2. Demonstrate an understanding of the diversity of perspectives on teaching and learning in medical education, and
illustrate these perspectives using concrete examples.

3. Articulate the value judgments and underlying assumptions embedded in educational practice, and critically examine
them.

4. Clearly articulate their own educational philosophy, grounded in relevant theoretical perspectives.
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Course Content
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In this course, students will examine foundational frameworks in the philosophy of education and explore diverse perspectives on
teaching, learning, and professionalism in medical education. Through lectures and structured discussions, the course invites
students to reflect on the relationship between educational theory and practice.
The main components and representative themes of the course include:

“Correctness” and power in medical education
Critical reflection and educational practice
