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Behavioral Science encompasses the various disciplines of natural and social science and systematically explores human behavior.
There are lifesytle and social determinants of health, including health belief, economic status, social class, residential area, culture, and
traditional custom. This course introduces behavioral science theory and principles for practice in healthcare settings.
