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Qualitative study involves collecting and analyzing non—numerical data (e.g., naratives, texts, observations) to understand
concepts, opinions, or experiences. A balanced mix of both qualitative as well as quantitative methods yield the most valid and
reliable results to make a feasible public health intervention plan. This course provides novice researcher with a basic set of
concepts and analysis associated with conducting qualitative studies.
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Through this course, students understand general qualitative research approaches, come to feel the research familier to
themselves and acquire the basic skills to analyze qualitative data arround themselves.
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The instructor give lectures and/or seminars about the the following: overview of qualitative study, qualitative data collection (in—
depth interview, focus group interview, etc), qualitative analysis (coding, inductive approache, etc), and presentation through a
series of 15 lecturers / seminars.
